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Whether you plead guilty or are found guilty, the
court will refer you to a U.S. Probation Officer
(USPO). The sole purpose of this referral is for
the USPO to complete a pre-sentence report
about you for the court. The USPO will make a
sentencing recommendation to the court based

on your individual information and the sentencing
guidelines. Your behavior while under PSA
supervision may also be included in this report.
Once the report has been completed, your attorney
will receive a copy. The report will be submitted
to the court. It is very important to remember that
